Authorizing Expenditure From Capital Improvement Fund For Preliminary
Expenses — Public Safety Building (authorizes a budget line to be used)

Councilmember Conrad asked for a legal opinion on a possible conflict with him discussing the Public
Safety Building, due to his employment with the Lower Township Rescue Squad. Solicitor Gelzunas
referred him to ethics code N.J.S.A. A: 9-22.5 and stated that there does not appear to be a conflict.
Councilmember Conrad questioned if the resolution refers to the amount approved for Mr. Shousky.
Mayor Beck explained that the resolution does not specify an amount, it simply creates a line item for the
project to move forward.

Councilmember Simonsen voiced his disagreement and stated that he would like to wait for the County to
conduct a building analysis on the current public safety building to determine if it is structurally sound.
Deputy Mayor Clark responded by reminding him that the resolution is to authorize a line item in the
Budget, and that he had already voted for the expenditure of the architect. Gouncilmember Simonsen
argued the process by which the architect was hired. Mayor Beck pointed out that both Councilmember
Conrad and Councilmember Simonsen voted to support Mr. Shousky. Councilmember Conrad admitted to
not seeing it on the bill list. Councilmember Simonsen questioned the bidding procedure. Solicitor Gelzunas
assured that the contract laws would be followed and confirmed that the engineer’s contract falls under the
category of a Professional Service. Margaret Vitelli, Township Qualified Purchasing Agent, defined
Professional Services to clarify the criteria involved and to validate the process by which Mr. Shousky's
contract was awarded. She added that the specifications were outside of her expertise, therefore the
Township would have been obligated to hire a professional to write them, which Mr. Shousky did at no
additional expense. Mayor Beck recapped and commented on a similar situation with the Recreation
Advisory Board. Manager Voll expressed his concern about public perception and justified Mr. Shousky’s
services. Coungilmember Neville agreed that Mr, Shousky gave us an incredible deal. Councilmember
Conrad questioned the cost of the project. Discussion ensued. Manager Voll reminded that Mr. Shousky
provided an estimate and that an exact figure cannot be determined until a budget fine is approved.

Mayor Beck pointed out the importance of proximity between public safety and the school. Councilmember
Conrad disagreed. Arguments were made about purchasing the Manzoni property. Councilmember Conrad
insinuated that Mr. Shousky's voucher was snuck onto the bill list.

Jay Young, Cape May Beach, addressed Council to inquire about a cost analysis for the existing public
safety building verses a new building at the municipal complex. Mayor Beck referred to the buiiding
analysis and the cost to repair a building that is not an essential building. Councilmember Simonsen
informed that the County has not done a full scale investigation of the building to make that determination.
Mr. Young asked if the Township has looked at altemative options and if a cost comparison has been done.




Mayor Beck confirmed that it has already been done by the Public Safety Building Committee. Mr. Young
expressed his concern about a tax increase. Councilmember Simonson argued in favor of the County’s
proposed option to rehabilitate the existing building, claiming it will save the Township millions of dollars.
Mayor Beck acknowledged that money is a factor, but stressed the intrinsic value of location.

‘Mayor Beck also defended his comments at the last meeting regarding the decision making process at the

ORDINANCE # 2014-09

TITLE: ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 235, UNIFORM CONSTRUCTION CODES PERMIT AND
SURCHARGE FEES TO EXEMPT DISABLED VETERANS FROM CONSTRUCTION PERMIT FEES
FOR CONSTRUCTION RELATED TO ACCESSIBILITY TO THEIR LIVING UNITS

WHEREAS, the Township Council of the Township of Lower desires to amend Chapter 235 of The Code of
the Township of Lower to exempt disabled veterans or their caretakers in whose home they reside from the
payment of any construction permit fee for any construction, reconstruction, alteration, or improvement
designed and undertaken solely to promote accessibility by the disabled veteran to his or her own living unit
whether owned by the caretaker or disabled veteran.

Now, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED that the Township Council of the Township of Lower, County of Cape
May, State of New Jersey hereby determines and declares as follows:

Section 1. A new paragraph “D" is hereby added to Section 235-4, Fees; surcharge fees, of Chapter 235
which shall read as follows:

§ 235-4. Fees; surcharge fees.

D. Notwithstanding the provisions of the "State Uniform Construction Code Act" P.L.1975, ¢.217
(C52:27D-119 et seq.) or any rules, regulations or standards adopted pursuant thereto to the
contrary, a person who has a service-connected disability declared by the United States Veterans
Administration, or its successor, to be a total or 100% permanent disability that would entitle them
to a property tax exemption under section 1 of P.L.1948, ¢.259 (C.54.4-3.30) or a spouse, parent,
sibling, or guardian of the disabled veteran, shall not be charged a construgtion permit fee, as
defined in Paragraph A ahove, for any construction, reconstruction, alteration, or improvement
designed and undertaken solely to promote accessibility by the disabled veteran to or within his
or her own living unit.

Section 2. All other ordinances in conflict or inconsistent with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the
extent of such conflict or inconsistency.

Section 3. Should any section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance be declared
unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, the remaining portions of this Ordinance shall not be affected thereby and
shall remain in full force and effect, and to this end the provision of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be
severable.

Section 4. This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon final passage and publication,
according to law.
