Grand Re-opening of Refurbished Millman Center 
Set for Nov. 16, 2013
VIILAS- Lower Township will celebrate the extensive renovation of the Millman Community Center with a grand re-opening celebration for the public Nov. 16 from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m.

Lower Township Manager Mike Voll said the Millman Center had been ignored for decades other than receiving minor renovations. He said he began an initiative to completely renovate the facility last year.
“It’s a completely new building inside and out,” said Voll. 

The interior has been developed into two rooms, a banquet room that holds about 150 persons and a conference room which hold 50 attendees.
Voll said the banquet room can host weddings, showers, birthday parties, most all occasions. The conference room can be used for seminars, local college courses and meetings for small groups, he said.
The Millman Community Center will be available at no cost to local non-profit organizations Monday through Thursday. A Lower Township Recreation Department aide will be on duty to assist the public, said Voll. 
He said the building has a new sound system with wireless microphones, a stage and a dance floor. The Millman Center has a completely new, commercial catering kitchen, he said. The building is envisioned to be self-sustaining through rentals to offset operational costs.
The center has many new features including the wiring, flooring, a fire suppression system, lighting, walls, outdoor siding and landscaping.

“I’m very pleased how this all came together,” said Voll. “I’m sure the community will be very, very proud of this facility.”
He called the building a first-class facility. Voll thanked Township Council for supporting the renovation of the Millman Center. 
Staff members will be available to explain use of the Millman Center during the grand re-opening. Light refreshments will be served.
“Mr. Millman would be proud of how we restored this building that was turned over to the township many decades ago,” said Voll.
Senior citizen groups have met in the building for many years. Voll said he believed senior organizations would be pleased with the renovations to the facility.
