The Open Public Meeting Act was presented.   The minutes of the November, 2013 meeting was distributed and approved as presented.

A letter to the LTMUA concerning odors was edited to include the statement “this issue could be detrimental to tourism especially since the Township is promoting its inclusion in the State’ Heritage Trail”.  The edited letter was approved and will be forwarded to the appropriate authority.

A letter of resignation by Keith Seager was presented and accepted by the Commission with regret.

After reviewing an application to perform maintenance and dredging at 1505 Yacht Ave. in Cape May, the Commission decided that the information in the application was lacking any mention of where the dredge spoils will be deposited.  A letter will be drafted and sent to request information as to where these dredge spoils will be deposited.

An application to construct two boat lifts, one boat slip and two floating docks with ramps in Schellenger Creek was reviewed.  The Commission had no comment.

A project involving the repair of existing sanitary sewer lines within the Route 109 right-of-way requiring clearing within a freshwater wetland transition areas and coastal wetlands  was reviewed.  The Commission had no comment.
