The Open Public Meeting Act was presented.  The minutes of the January, 2015 meeting was distributed and approved with the correction of the misspelling of Mr. Rizzo’s name.
A resubmission of plans for the construction of a single family dwelling at 119 Millman Lane was reviewed.  The commission had no comment.
An application by the Club at Diamond Beach to install water, electric and natural gas services to the upper beach area and install 3-permanent, 3.0 feet high utility poles was reviewed.  The commission had no comment.
Lighthouse Pointe Marina is requesting a permit to allow new dredging of the Lighthouse Pointe Marina.  The dredge spoils will be deposited on an established island across from Sunset Lake.  The commission had no comment.
A proposed project involving the roadway improvements at Interchange 0 of the GSP including realignment of Rt 109, traffic signal modifications, removal and addition of ramps and reconfiguration of the GSP northbound lanes was reviewed.  The commission had no comment.
The new Velocity Zone designations were brought up. The commission was concerned that this will create a quandary along the bay shore causing property owners to build more bulkheads (which the commission is opposed to because it will accelerate  erosion of the beach)  so that they can decrease insurance premiums.
Mr. DiMedio will be attending a joint meeting with members of the Cape May Point, Cape May and West Cape May Environmental Commissions on a date to be announced.  The topic of discussion will be a Bike Path from Cape May point to Cold Spring.
