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Still Have Questions about the School Ballot Questions at the Upcoming Election?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Election questions that will impact the Lower Cape May Regional School District will soon be in the hands of the voters. Before you cast your vote, residents in the Lower Cape May Regional School District who still have questions are invited to a community informational meeting on Tuesday, Oct. 28 at 6:30 p.m.  at the Lower Cape May Regional High School theater. 
At this informational meeting, there will be no advocacy for a specific side of the issue, however residents can learn about the educational and financial impact of the upcoming general and special election ballot questions and how the future of the school district will be affected by the outcome of these elections.
The first question, which will be on the general election ballot on Tuesday, Nov. 4 ballot, asks voters if they would like to change the funding from one based on property values to one based on per pupil cost.
The specific referendum question on the Nov. 4 ballot is, “Should all appropriations for the Lower Cape May Regional School District be apportioned among the municipalities of the City of Cape May, Township of Lower, and the Borough of West Cape May upon the basis of the number of students enrolled from each municipality?”
The second question, which will appear on the ballot for the Tuesday, Dec. 9 special election, asks if Cape May should be allowed to leave the regional school district and enter into a sending/receiving relationship.
Lower Township Council has passed a resolution disagreeing with the efforts of the City of Cape May to change the method in place for distributing the tax burden for the support of the Lower Cape May Regional School District and urging Lower Township voters to vote “no” on both questions, citing the negative impact on education and an increase in school taxes for Lower Township residents. 
According to the New Jersey Department of Education, an average household in Lower Township would see an increase of $427.87 a year in school taxes, if the first question passes. 
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
